It is the smallest multiband, net-centric ground data transceiver available with
the capacity to receive real-time situational awareness, targeting and surveillance
information and telemetry data from the manned and unmanned air platformsused in
modern warfare, and then transmit voice, recorded video and still video images to other
terminals for swift air/ground coordination. Mini RVT is aso encryption-capable and

assistants (PDAS).

Mini RVT features a man-portable configuration for dismounted soldiers, a
vehicle mount for “on the move’ operations and a static mount for tactical combat
centers. It isaso ideal for homeland security, border and maritime security operations
where unmanned aircraft systems (UAS) are used to support the mission.

Mini RV T operates across the UHF, L, C, S and Ku bands. The compact, brick-
shaped transceiver weighs approximately 3.5 pounds and measures 80 cubic inches.

“Mini RVT isrugged and adaptable to al users, from dismounted soldiers at the
squad level to command centers at the brigade level,” said Robert Kalebaugh, director of
the product line for Cubic’s Communications & Electronics Business Unit. “Its small
size, light weight and flexibility distinguish it from other brands on the market today. It
can be used with aPDA or supercomputer, with asimple, lightweight omni antennaor a
fully directional radio frequency (RF) tracking antenna.”

The Mini RVT can process all known digital aswell as analog video formats, and
offers standard 256 bit commercia encryption. The transceiver’s Ku band datarate is 200
Kbpsto 45 Mbps and is CDL Spec. Rev G compliant.
